Leaving from The Grand

This guided walk gives participants the opportunity to see houses where

Wells lived and wrote as well as viewing some of the locations which

feature in his novels and stories written in Edwardian Sandgate between

1898 and 1909.

The walk, informed by Paul Allen of the H G Wells Society and led by Robert

Sissons, a local guide, will head westwards up the Leas towards Sandgate

Point. The Leas is featured in several of Wells's stories such as and

and his short stories such as .

Walkers will then descend into Sandgate where they will visit the site of

each of the three houses occupied by Wells during his years in Sandgate

including, by special permission, the grounds of Spade House. It should also

be possible to tour Arnold House by kind permission of the present owner.

The walk will then return to The Grand by a stepped path, arriving there at

approximately 12 30. Participants with their own transport can then visit

other Wells’s haunts in Paddlesworth and Lympne, as indicated by the

map to be supplied. Lunch can be enjoyed at in

Paddlesworth or by returning to The Grand.

for most of 1899 and 1900, HG moved into his new house in December 1900.
“Got there at last! No carpets, no dining room table or chairs, little food but still
there!” he told fellow author Arnold Bennett.

He spent some of his most creative and productive years there until 1909.
In between his frenetic writing bouts, frequent trips to London, travels to the
continent, increasing political activity, complicated social life and regular
entertaining he was involved locally even becoming a magistrate. His health
was improving all the time. Many well known literary figures were regular visitors
to Spade House including Joseph Conrad, George Bernard Shaw, George
Gissing, Arnold Bennett, Steven Crane, Henry James and Ford Maddox Ford.
Conrad, Crane, Ford and James were living in the area at the time, Henry
James at Rye, Joseph Conrad at Pent Farm near Aldington, Steven Crane at
Brede and Ford Maddox Ford at Aldington and then Winchelsea.

Mrs Clough, later to found Clough's Secretarial College in Folkestone, became
secretary to HG Wells and he regularly used the Folkestone Baptist Church Hall,
where he expounded his ideas for the reform of society to local audiences.

The settings for many of his books were taken from the local topography, such
as the dramatic take off by the sphere in from the hills
near Lympne and its subsequent landing after lunar adventures on the beach
at Greatstone.

, his tale of a seductive mermaid, was set on Sandgate Front and
The Leas in Folkestone with its Edwardian hotels, including The Metropole and
The Grand then under construction.

His short story was also set on The Leas. This described
the effect of a drug which speeded up the metabolism of the body with the
consequence of a subjective slow motion world observed by the taker of
the drug. And of course, , the story of a draper's assistant, had much of
the action set in New Romney and Folkestone.

Although he moved away in 1909 the Sandgate air had done its job. He did
not become an invalid, perhaps a short-lived one at that, but flourished to
become one of the most prolific authors and thought provoking thinkers of
the first half of the 20th century. He travelled on the world stage meeting
Roosevelt, Stalin, Lenin and Churchill and many other influential leaders of
the time in a tireless effort to improve the lot of mankind.

He achieved the good age of 80, dying in London in 1946.

In 1898 HG Wells, a then up and coming 32 year old author and man of ideas,
having recently become well-known in particular for his scientific romances

(1895), (1897) and from just publishing
(1898), suffered a serious relapse in his delicate health .

At the time he lived in London, but was on a tandem cycle tour of the South
Coast with his wife Jane starting at Seaford in Sussex in July 1898, when a
medical crisis occurred. Before this tour he was already physically and
emotionally run down, but he began to suffer from a raging cold, high
temperature and severe kidney pains. He was recommended to a doctor,
Henry Hick of New Romney, via a literary friend George Gissing. After an
horrendous journey on local trains from the abandoned cycle tour he
eventually made it to New Romney on 9 August 1898.

He was diagnosed amongst other things as having an abscess on his kidney
and Hick immediately ordered a six week bed rest and strict diet on the basis
that if his instructions were not followed he could not predict the consequences.
HG reluctantly obeyed.

After the six weeks Hick recommended that HG Wells should move to the south
coast where he would possibly have to live the few remaining years of his life as
an invalid, but would enjoy warm sunny days and fresh sea air.

After the bed rest HG and his wife started to explore the nearby coast and
eventually found the amenities of Sandgate to their liking. Sandgate also had
relatively easy and fast rail access to London, and was adjacent to Folkestone,
a flourishing and fashionable Edwardian seaside resort.

Soothed and inspired by this new location HG started to write in earnest again.
He and his wife rented first a seaside cottage and then a Victorian villa in
Sandgate whilst finding a building plot at Radnor Cliff in an elevated position
between Sandgate and Folkestone.

They commissioned the well-known architect CFA Voysey to design a house in
his inimitable style and engaged a local builder William Dunk to build it. The
house rose out of the hillside, a simple rendered profile, in contrast to the
Victorian style red brick and terra cotta houses springing up in Folkestone. It was
and is known as Spade House, although now formally called Wells House.

It was designed with HG as an invalid in mind with the main bedrooms and
living areas all on one floor.

After living in Beach Cottage, Granville Parade, in the winter of 1898/99 (where
waves broke over the roof) and more quietly in 20 Castle Road (Arnold House)

It’s one hundred years since H.G. Wells’s apparently hasty exit from
Sandgate and Folkestone on the Kent coast following his trysts here
with Amber Reeves, a Cambridge undergraduate. So recently a group
of local residents galvanised by the inauguration of a £1000 HG Wells
literary prize got together and planned the first of what is to be an annual
HG Wells Festival.

The centre pages of this booklet set out the programme of events
celebrating his life during his time in the locality that has been organised
over a weekend commencing with an Edwardian Tea at 4.30pm on Friday
18th September, and culminating with an Edwardian Breakfast on Monday
21st September.

Sandgate resident, Reginald Turnill, in his 95th year, has bequested an
annual £1000 prize for a short handwritten story in the style of Wells. Reg,
well-known as the BBC's aerospace correspondent who gave eye-witness
broadcasts from Nasa of the astronauts landing on the moon, actually
interviewed Wells in the 1930s and remembers his ‘squeaky’ voice.
Through a process of nominations, the winner will be presented with the
cheque by Professor Dominic Wells, H G’s great grandson, on Sunday
20 September, as a highlight of the Festival.

Professor Wells will be the Guest of Honour at the festival gala dinner on
Saturday 19th where the keynote speaker, Professor Patrick Parrinder, from
the national HG Wells Society, will provide insights into the controversy
surrounding the novel .

, as featured in the film , shows the young hero walking
along The Leas and by the parish churchyard into Church and Rendezvous
Streets. The Leas and the Undercliff provided the setting for his 1902 novel

who Wells described as appearing out of the sea ‘very lovely
in a close-fitting bathing dress’ and taking possession of his writing desk. His

was written here in 1908, just nine years before Folkestone
became the first town to experience aerial bombardment. What more
fitting place than the Edwardian elegance of The Grand, overlooking The
Leas near his local residences, to celebrate his time in the area?
